If possible, position the mounting brackets low on the fender so they

are no more than 15” from the bottom. (See Figure 8)

a. Brackets mounted 8-12" from the edge is optimal.

b. The goal is to reduce the risk of the leading edge of the fender
from blowing back against the tire during high wind.

STEP 7 - ATTACH FENDER TO BRACKETS

a. Verify that the fenders are level across the frame and aligned with the
tires for optimal clearance. Fenders that are installed in a deformed
or twisted state may lead to material fatigue and reduce the life of the
fender.

b. Drill six 5/16" holes through the fender using the holes in the FOUR
